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Evaluation Criteria (Rubric) for evaluating Case Reports

Excellent (Score 3)

· Student report is well-organized

· Student report is well-written (proper grammar, spelling, sentence structure, etc.)

· Introduction clearly states objective, time frame of data, and variable definitions.

· Methods section contains set of appropriate methods and clearly states how each method is used

· Results section summarizes results of data analysis and interprets results accurately

· Graphs are clearly labeled, correctly scaled, and referred to in the text as Exhibit or Figure numbers in chronological order.

· Conclusion section clearly identifies a decision or recommendation 

· Recommendation is supported by evidence from the analysis

· The limits of the analysis/recommendation are identified

Satisfactory (Score 2)

· Student report is well-organized, but writing needs improving/revising

· Introduction section states objective (may be missing data description or variable definitions)

· Methods section identifies appropriate methods of analysis

· Results section summarizes results of data analysis and interprets results accurately

Unsatisfactory (Score 1)

· Student report is not well-organized

· Student report is poorly written

· Student does not identify appropriate methods of analysis for dataset

· Student does not interpret results accurately

· Graphs are not clearly labeled or referred to as Exhibits/Figures in chronological order
